Rules and Regulations
PV Estates Improvement and Service District

Torrington, WY 82240

1. Ownership and Control:  The Sewer/Lagoon system of PV Estates Improvement and Service District shall be owned by the District.  The District shall also maintain the roads dedicated to the public within PV Estates Improvement and Service District.  The property and business of the District shall be managed, maintained and controlled exclusively by the Board of Directors of the District.  

2. Purpose:    The object and purpose of the Improvement and Service District shall be to improve the sewer and/of lagoon for the use of the inhabitants of PV Estates Subdivision and Addition 1 and to maintain roads dedicated to the public within PV Estates. 

3. Definitions:   The following definitions shall apply to the terms used throughout these Rules and Regulations:
a. “Board” means the PV Estates Improvement and Service District Board of Directors.

b.  “District” means the PV Estates Improvement and Service District established in Goshen County under the laws of the State of Wyoming.

c. “Residential” means, individual residential home providing living facilities for one or more persons, meaning one (1) family unit, including permanent provisions for cooking, sleeping and sanitation, also is including a single (1) water well per resident.

d. “Application” means a member of the District making formal application for residential sewer service to the board.

e. “Residential Use” means sewer service for domestic purposes only.

f. “Installer” means the landowner who causes the sewer hook-up line to be installed.

g.  “User” means the person who is in actual user of the sewer service.

h. “Member” means any person who owns real property in the District for which the District provides sewer services or facilities.  The Member is responsible for use charges, connection fees, standby charges, monthly charges and assessments.

i.  “Assessments Fees” means the owner of real property is responsible to pay the annual fee.

j. “Sewer/Improvement District Fees” means the resident of dwelling, homeowner or renter, is responsible to pay the monthly charge.

k. “Legal Tap” means one legal sewer tap per designated lot.

l. “User’s Agreement” means a written agreement between the District and the User specifying the terms of sewer services.

m. “Streets” means any street or road under the control and maintenance of the District.  Only roads within PV Estates Subdivision and Addition 1 are to be maintained by the District.

n. “Inspector” means an individual hired or contracted by the District to inspect new construction or existing sewer appurtenances.

4. Limits to Service Connections:  Each resident shall have a separate sewer service connection.  Accessory Building service may serve the primary residence and extend to garages and out buildings within the residential service location.  Each lot shall be limited to one sewer tap.  Tap shall be for residential use only.  Absolutely no floor drains allowed in out-buildings; only in residential basement floors.

5. Initiation of Service to Property:  The procedure for initiation of service to property within the District shall be as follows:
A.  For a property within PV Estates Improvement and Service District.

Prior to construction of any sewer facilities on private property to be connect to the Districts system the following requirements must be met:

1.  A user’s agreement must be signed by the user.

2.  The current applicable tap fees and any special fees must be paid at the time of the signing of the User’s agreement.  A tap fee will be assessed for each tap.

3.  A Contract/Plumber permit must be obtained by the User.

4.    Any tap which requires excavation in any State Highway or County Road      right-of-way, shall have attached to the tap application written permission in a form approved by the County Planner granting permission for the necessary work to be done in the right-of-way.

5.  An approved backflow prevention device shall be required to be installed on each new sewer connection (tap).  The owner shall be required to pay all costs for its installation.

6.  All sewer improvements shall comply with the Wyoming Department of Environmental Quality Rules and Regulations.  A permit to construct must be issued by the Wyoming Department of Environmental Quality, or the Goshen County Engineers Office.

7.  A contract shall be obtained by the User and a County Planner which provides that all construction shall be observed and certified that all work was in compliance with the approved drawings and regulations.  All connections shall be inspected by a representative of the District prior to any backfill.  All constructed drawings shall be submitted to the District after the completion of the project.

8.  Any new construction will use schedule 80 or top quality 4 inch sewer pipe.

After compliance with items 1 through 4 above, construction of plumbing may proceed according to the District’s specifications.  All work shall meet the applicable Uniform Building Code.  Uniform Plumbing Code and the Wyoming Department of Environmental Quality, Rules 

and Regulations, latest edition.  When plumbing is ready for inspection, the Permit with complete location map must be delivered to the PV Estates Improvement and Service District.

The expense for repair of surface damage shall be the responsibility of the Applicant and is in addition to applicable sewer tap installation rates.

6. Fees, Deposits and use Charges:  The following general fees and use charges shall apply to the District.

a. Residential Homeowners Assessment Fee of $200.00 per year. 

b. Residential Sewer Tap Connection Fee Schedule $250.00.

c. A monthly Sewer/Improvement District monthly Fee of $25.00 per month.

d. The owner shall pay all fees to an independent Inspector at the time of inspection.  A reasonable inspection fee shall be determined by the individual inspector.

All fees indicated in the Rules and Regulations may be changed by the Board of Directors.

7. Area Service:  Sewer Service shall only be available to consumers that are within the PV Estates Improvement and Service District.

8.  Payments:   All bills are due and payable in full on the First day of each month.  Bills become delinquent after the Fifteenth day of the month.

a. Partial payments will only be accepted for the Assessment Fee which is to be paid in full by June 30th of the current year.  After that date your account will be assessed a 10% late charge.  

b. In the event that the Assessment Fee is not paid by the first of August of the current year, the account will be turned over to Small Claims Court for collection.  All costs incurred including, but not limited to, court costs, servers 


  fees, reasonable attorney fees, and interest on the delinquent account, shall be  
  
  assessed against the property served.

c. Sewer/Improvement Fees are due on the First of each month and will become delinquent after the Fifteenth of the month.  All delinquent payments will be assessed a late charge of $5.00 per month including each additional month past due.  Sewer/Improvement Fees may be made quarterly, semi-annually, or annually, but must be made on the First day of the period. (Example:  quarterly paid on January 2, April 1, July 1 and October 1.  Semi-annual payment ½ of total on January 2 and July 1.  Annual total paid between January 2 and January 15th.) 

d. In the event that the Sewer/Improvement Fee is not paid by the Fifteenth of December of the current year, the account will be turned over to Small Claims Court for collection.  All costs incurred including, but not limited to, court costs, servers fees, reasonable attorney fees, and interest on the delinquent account will be assessed against the property served.

e. A minimum of $25.00 will be charged for any and all returned checks.

9. Severability:  These Rules and Regulations, and the various parts thereof, are and are hereby declared severable.  If a court of competent jurisdiction adjudges any part, sentence, paragraph, section or clause unconstitutional or invalid, it is hereby provided that the remainder of the rules and regulations shall not be affected thereby.

10. Amendments:   These Rules and Regulations may be altered, amended or repealed and new rules and regulations may be adopted at any time, by the Board of Directors at any regular or special meeting of the Board of Directors.
